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Aims and objectives

Mobility

The most important aim of the network is to promote student mobility within Business, IT, Engineering, Entrepreneurship, Logistics, Communication & Media as well as Innovation. By promoting close links with industry the network also seeks to obtain more placements for students or other forms of close cooperation with industry such as student projects, company visits, visiting lecturers from industry, etc. The student mobility can be long-term or short-term visits depending on its’ aims.
The teacher mobility  is supported in the network as well. Exchanges include teaching, tutoring, development of project ideas and elaboration of relations with business and industry. 

Another important part of the network activities is development and participation  in the projects.

Intensive programmes

In an intensive programme students and teachers from different partner institutions and different study programmes come together to work on a common theme in connection with industry.

Development projects

The Network looks at current trends and priorities  in higher education and seeks  to benefit  from best practice  of partner institutions and their networks,  to find openings for  cooperation in areas like quality assurance, links to industry, developments of higher education systems and policies, etc.

Curriculum Development

The network intends to promote the development of double/joint degree programmes.

The structure of the network

Coordination

The coordinator of the network will be appointed for at least a 2-year period. To support the coordinator, an assistant coordinator is appointed: for the first year the previous coordinator operates as the assistant. For the second/last year a new assistant coordinator  is appointed, who afterwards will take over the role as the official coordinator. The web-master of the network is also appointed for at least 2-year period.

The above structure is to ensure the continuity, stability and quality of the network.

Contact persons

Each partner institution appoints a contact person for the network. Every time changes occur they should be reported to the coordinator and the web-master. It is the duty of each contact person to promote EkoTekNord to students and teachers at their home institution. It is also the duty of the contact persons to report ideas for new network activities to the coordinator in due time before the annual network meeting.
Partner institutions

The intention of the network is to have partners in all NORDPLUS eligible countries. Potential new partners will be approved by the institutional EkoTekNord contact persons at the annual network meeting. 
Network Activities

The network coordinators and contact persons meet at least once a year in one of the partner institutions to evaluate the activities and develop the network. 
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
